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1 Introduction

The font suetterl provides a suetterlin kind of font. This fonts are the hand-
written variants of the gothic fonts. The sutterl and the schwell font have been
written by B. Ludewig. They can be found on the CTAN in the directory
tex-archive/fonts/gothic/sueterl. This package provides means to use these
fonts.

This package has been created for an article in
”
Die TEXnische Komödie“ [1].

This article contains some more details on the package and its use.

2 Usage

This file can be used as a package by placing its name in the argument of
\usepackage. Afterwards the font family suetterl is defined. This could also
have been done by providing a font definition file.

The font definitions in this file scale down the original fonts to let LATEX choose
the right baselineskip.

The command \suetterlin changes the current font family to suetterl and\suetterlin

the encoding to T1. Usually this should be used in a TEX group only since the
macros \s is redefined as well.

The following example on the left produces the result on the right.

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3 Implementation

First we declare a new font family for the suetterl font.

\DeclareFontFamily{T1}{suetterl}{}

This font is only available in the normal shape. Here we can get the desired
font by (silently) scaling the only present suett15. The appropriate factor seems
to be magstep 2 = 1.44.
